SUBJECT: Annual Rate Resolution 495-08 for the Solid Waste Assessment Program
PURPOSE

The purpose of this item is to have Council adopt the Annual Rate Resolution No. 495-08 for the Solid Waste
Assessment Program Update for 2008,

BACKGROUND

The City Council adopted Resolution No. 486-08 on July 22, 2008 (the “Preliminary Rate Assessment
Resolution™), designating the preliminary rate of the assessment, and directing the updating of the Assessment
Roll and provide provisions for the required notice. The Annual Rate Resolution will confirm or repeal the
Preliminary Rate Assessment Resolution, with such amendments as the Council deems appropriate, after
hearing comments and objections from all interested parties. As required the City caused an individual mailed
notice to newly added parcels and a public hearing notice was published in the Daytona Beach News Journal.
An affidavit regarding the notice mailed to property owner of residential property being assessed can be found
as Appendix A and the proof of publication can be found as Appendix B.

This final public hearing satisfies the requirement depicted in the enabling Ordinance No. 211. The final step of
this process is to Certify the Solid Waste Tax Roll to the Volusia County Tax Collector by September 15, 2008
(said form of certification can be found as Appendix C). The Solid Waste Assessment Fee of $259 will appear
on the 2008 tax bill mailed in November 2008. As proposed the 1-4 % discount will be paid via City funds other
than from the assessment proceeds and any effected party paying in November through February will be eligible
to receive the statutory discount, thereby reducing the annual assessment below the $259.00 (please see the
chart below).

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RESOLUTION NO. 495-08

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF ORANGE CITY,
FLORIDA, RELATING TO THE COLLECTION AND
DISPOSAL OF SOLID WASTE IN THE CITY OF ORANGE
CITY, FLORIDA; REIMPOSING SOLID WASTE SERVICE
ASSESSMENTS AGAINST ASSESSED PROPERTY
LOCATED WITHIN THE CITY OF ORANGE CITY, FLORIDA,
FOR THE FISCAL YEAR BEGINNING OCTOBER 1, 2008; -
APPROVING THE RATE OF ASSESSMENT; APPROVING
THE SOLID WASTE ASSESSMENT ROLL; AND PROVIDING
AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City Council (the "Council") of Orange City, Florida (the "City"), has
enacted Ordinance No. 211 (the "Ordinance"), which authorizes the imposition of annual
Solid Waste Service Assessments for Solid Waste and Recovered Materials collection and
disposal services, facilities or programs against certain Assessed Property within the City;

WHEREAS, the imposition of an annual Solid Waste Service Assessment for Solid
Waste and Recovered Materials collection and disposal services, facilities or programs for
each Fiscal Year is an equitable and efficient method of allocating and apportioning the
Solid Waste Costs among parcels of Assessed Property;

WHEREAS, the Council desires to reinitiate an assessment program for Solid Waste
and Recovered Materials collection and disposal services, facilities or programs within the
City using the tax bill collection method for the Fiscal Year beginning on October 1, 2008;

WHEREAS, the Council, on July 22, 2008, adopted Resolution No. 486-08 (the
"Preliminary Rate Resolution"), containing a brief and general description of the Solid
Waste and Recovered Materials collection and disposal services, facilities or programs to

be provided to Assessed Property, describing the method of apportioning the Solid Waste

Cost to compute the Solid Waste Service Assessment for Solid Waste and Recovered.
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Materials collection and disposal services, facilities or programs against Residential
Property, designating a rate of assessment, and directing preparation of the Solid Waste
Assessment Roll and provision of the notice required by the Ordinance;

WHEREAS, in order to reimpose Solid Waste Service Assessments for the Fiscal
Year beginning October 1, 2008, the Ordinance requires the City to adopt an Annual Rate
Resolution, during its budget adoption process for each Fiscal Year, which establishes the
rate of assessment and approves the Solid Waste Assessment Roll for the upcoming Year,
with such amendments as the Council deems appropriate, after hearing comments and
objections of all interested parties;

WHEREAS, the updated Solid Waste Assessment Roll has heretofore been made
available for inspection by the public, as required by the Ordinance;

WHEREAS, notice of a public hearing scheduled for August 26, 2008 has been
published and, as required by the terms of the Ordinance, mailed to each Owner of
Residential Property proposed to be assessed notifying such Owners of their opportunity to
be heard, an affidavit regarding the form of notice mailed to each Owner of Residential
Property being attached hereto as Appendix A and the proof of publication being attached
hereto as Appendix B; and

WHEREAS, a public hearing was held on August 26, 2008, and comments and
objections of all interested persons have been heard and considered as required by the
terms of the Ordinance.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF ORANGE

CITY, FLORIDA, AS FOLLOWS:




SECTION 1. AUTHORITY. This resolution is adopted pursuant to Ordinance No.
211; Resolution No. 421-07 (the "Initial Assessment Resolution"); and Resolution No. 425-
07 (the "Final Assessment Resolution") and Resolution No. 486-08 (the "Preliminary Rate
Resolution"); Article VIII, Section 2, Florida Constitution; sections 166.021 and 166.041,
Florida Statutes; and other applicable provisions of law.

SECTION 2. DEFINITIONS AND INTERPRETATION. This resolution constitutes
the Annual Rate Resolution as defined in the Ordinance. All capitalized terms in this
resolution shall have the meanings defined in the Ordinance, the Initial Assessment
Resolution, the Final Assessment Resolution, and the Preliminary Rate Resolution.

SECTION 3. REIMPOSITION OF SOLID WASTE COLLECTION AND DISPOSAL
ASSESSMENTS.

(A) The parcels of Assessed Property described in the Solid Waste Assessment
Roll, which is hereby approved, are hereby found to be specially benefited by the provision
of Solid Waste and Recovered Materials collection and disposal services, facilities or
programs described in the Preliminary Rate Resolution in the amount of the Solid Waste
Service Assessment set forth in the updated Solid Waste Assessment Roll, a copy of which
was present at the above referenced public hearing and is incorporated herein by
reference. Itis hereby ascertained, determined and declared ti'lat each parcel of Assessed
Property within the City will be benefited by the City's provision of Solid Waste and
Recovered Materials collection and disposal services, facilities or programs in an amount
not less than the Solid Waste Service Assessment for such parcel, computed in the manner

set forth in the Preliminary Rate Resolution. Adoption of this Annual Rate Resolution
