SUBJECT: Council District Boundaries

PURPOSE

To present a basic map with population data to be used for developing City Council district
boundaries.

BACKGROUND

As discussed on April 14" a map identifying the population at locations around the City has
been developed to be used as the basis for drawing district boundaries. As you are aware, the
boundaries must be contiguous and must be equal in population by + 5% .

The population numbers used on the map are based on 2005 Traffic Zone Analysis (TAZ)
figures provided by Volusia County. Manual updates were made to the map by adding data for
any new housing developments since 2005, and the addition of figures for the number of
residential building permits issued.

To help you understand the TAZ map, the City’s area is broken up into TAZ districts. A key is
provided which shows how many people in each TAZ district live within the City limits.

The information presented was compiled by Wendy Hickey and myself. We took a “first try” at
drawing district boundaries (as shown on the attached maps) with no considerations other than
meeting the population criteria. I am sure that you will have other considerations that you would
like to see reflected in the Districts, therefore, 1 suggest at this point that you schedule several
workshop meetings to work on creating the district boundaries. Keeping in mind that our
schedule for adoption of the ordinance creating districts is to be completed by the June 23™
Council meeting or at a special meeting between the 23" and the end of June.

I would recommend that you schedule at least three workshops in May to discuss the boundary
map. If all goes well, we may only need two meetings and the third can be cancelled. However,
I would prefer to have the dates set just in case we need them all.

I would recommend any of the following dates: Tuesday, May 5" Thursday, May 7",
Wednesday, May 13", Monday, May 18™, Tuesday, May 19" or Wednesday, May 20", Please
check your schedules and be prepared to discuss at the meeting on Tuesday.



The population numbers used in this Residential Project Summary for the City of
Orange City is based upon information derived from the Metropolitan Planning
Organization of Volusia County as a base for the 2005 population. Additional up to date
information provided by the Orange City Development Services Department.

The maps show a base (2005) each TAZ part as individual columns in the chart. These
charts are sized in proportion to the population size.

e pph for owner occupied housing (single family residential) = 2.38
e pph for renter —occupied housing (multifamily residential) = 2.02

» Occupancy rates for new multifamily residential projects were acquired by
contacting developments individually.

* New residential projects and/or additional units were added by the Development
Services Department. This will account for change in population that has taken
place since 2005.
