PURPOSE

Ordinance No. 393 will serve to update the Section 17.3 of the Orange City, Florida, Code of
Ordinances. This revision will update the code to agree with current requirements for water
conservation and landscape irrigation as provided by the St. John’s River Water Management
District.

BACKGROUND

The Saint Johns River Water Management District has implemented new landscape conservation
and irrigation rules. In order to maintain continuity throughout the county all municipalities and
the county will adopt these provisions. By doing this, there will be a unified message that will be
less likely to create confusion regarding irrigation schedules. These provisions are recommended
by WAV and have already been adopted by Volusia County, Deland and other municipalities.

The recommended revisions to this section of the code are indicated by underlining all additions
and strikethrough all deletions.

RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends that the City Council approve Ordinance No. 393.



ORDINANCE NO. 393

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF ORANGE CITY, FLORIDA,
AMENDING SECTIONS OF CHAPTER 17.3 UTILITIES OF THE CODE
OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF ORANGE CITY, FLORIDA;
PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS, SEVERABILITY AND EFFECTIVE
DATE.

WHEREAS, Section 17.3 Utilities, of the Code of Ordinances of the City of
Orange City was adopted in 1991; and

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the City Council to update this portion of the code
to reflect current practices; and

WHEREAS, words with underlined type shall constitute additions to the original
text and strike-through shall constitute deletions to the original text.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF ORANGE CITY, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1. That Chapter 17.3 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Orange
City is hereby amended in accordance with Exhibit “A” attached hereto and incorporated
herein as though fully set forth by this reference.

SECTION 2. All ordinances or parts of ordinances and all resolutions or parts of
resolutions in conflict herewith be and the same are hereby repealed.

SECTION 3. If any section, part of a section, paragraph, clause, phrase or word
of this ordinance is declared invalid, the remaining provisions of this ordinance shall not
be affected.

SECTION 4. This ordinance shall take effect immediately upon its adoption by
the City Council of the City of Orange City, Florida, and approval as provided by law.

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Exhibit "A"
DIVISION 2. WATER CONSERVATION*

*Cross references: Curtailment of water usage during periods of water shortage, § 17.3-32.

Sec. 17.3-81. Intent, Purpose, and Applicability.

It is the intent and purpose of this division is to implement procedures that promote water
conservation through more efficient landscape irrigation. The provisions of this division are
applicable to private wells, surface water and potable water used for irrigation and other
nonpotable uses.

Sec. 17.3-82. Definitions.

For the purpose of this Article, the following terms, phrases, words and their derivatives
shall have the meaning given herein. When not inconsistent with the context, words used in the

present tense include the future, words in the plural include the singular, and words in the
singular include the plural.

(a) “Address” means the house number of a physical location of a specific property. This
includes “rural route” numbers but excludes post office box numbers. If a lot
number in a mobile home park or similar community is used by the U.S. Postal

ervice to determine a delivery location, the lot number shall be the pro; 'S
address. An “even numbered address” means an address ending in the numbers O,
2. 4. 6, 8 or the letters A-M. An “odd numbered address” means an address ending
in the numbers 1, 3, 5, 7. 9 or the letters N-Z.

(b) '"District" means the St. Johns River Water Management District.

(c) “Person" means any person, firm, partnership, association, corporation, company,
or organization of any kind.

(d) “Landscape irrigation” means the outside watering of plants in a landscape such as
shrubbery, trees. lawns, grass, ground covers, plants, vines, gardens and other such
flora_that are situated in such_diverse locations as residential areas, public,
commercial, and industrial establishments, and public medians and rights-of-way.
“Landscape _irrigation” does not include agricultural crops, nursery plants,
cemeteries, golf course greens, tees, fairways, primary roughs, and vegetation
associated with recreational areas such as playgrounds, football, baseball and soccer
fields.

(¢) “Residential landscape irrigation” means the irrigation of landscape associated with
any housing unit having sanitary and kitchen facilities designed to accommodate one




or more residents, including multiple housing units and mobile homes.

(f) “Non-residential landscape irrigation” means the irrigation of landscape not included
within the definition of “residential landscape irrigation.” such as that associated

with public, commercial and industrial property, including commercial or transient
housing units, hotel and motel units, and public medians and ri f-way.




Sec. 17.3-83. Landscape Irrigation Schedules

1. When Daylight Savings Time is in effect, landscape irrigation shall occur only in
accordance with the following irrigation schedule:

a. Residential landscape irrigation at odd numbered addresses or no address may occur
only on Wednesday and Saturday and shall not occur between 10:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m.; and

b. Residential landscape irrigation at even numbered addresses may occur only on
Thursday and Sunday and shall not occur between 10:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m.; and

C. Non-residential landscape irrigation may occur only on Tuesday and Friday and
shall not occur between 10:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m.; and

d. No more than % inch of water may be applied per irrigation zone on each day that
irrigation occurs, and in no event shall irrigation occur for more than 1 hour per irrigation zone on
each day that irrigation occurs.

2. When Eastern Standard Time is in effect, landscape irrigation shall occur only in accordance
with the following irrigation schedule:

a. Residential landscape irrigation at odd numbered addresses or no address may occur
only on Saturday and shall not occur between 10:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m.; and

b. Residential landscape irrigation at even numbered addresses may occur only on
Sunday and shall not occur between 10:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m.; and




c. Non-residential landscape irrigation may occur only on Tuesday and shall not occur
between 10:00 am. and 4:00 p.m.; and

d. No more than % inch of water may be applied per irrigation zone on each day that

irrigation occurs, and in no event shall irrigation occur for more than 1 hour per irrigation zone on
each day that irrigation occurs.

3 All landscape irrigation shall be limited in amount to only that necessary to meet landscape

needs.

Sec. 17.3-84. Exceptions To The Landscape Irrigation Schedules
Landscape irrigation shall be subject to the following irrigation schedule exceptions:

1. Irrigation using a micro-spray, micro-jet or bubbler irrigation system is allowed
anytime,

2 Irrigation of new landscape is allowed at any time of day on any day for the initial 30
davs and every other day for the next 30 days for a total of one 60-d eriod, provided that the
irrigation is limited to the minimum amount necessary for such landscape establishment.
